For

me as a coach, it was like winning the Lotto when her agent called and

said she wanted to come to Australia.  She plays with a smile on her face,

but underneath that she’s a deadly assassin.”  

 

Most pleasing is that the UC Caps were able to achieve this without the

help of Leilani Mitchell, Marianna Tolo and Kristy Wallace who are all

still yet to return from injury.
